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Raising bonsai trees takes patience and
dedication. The art form is originally
Chinese and came fo Japan around year
1000 AD. The goal is to recreate nature in
miniature and fo make the free look much
older than it actually is. The tree and the
pot should form a single harmonious unit.
The term bonsai comes from the Japanese
words BON, meaning fray, and SAl,
meaning tree.

Care instructions

1 Protect the plant against cold and
draught during transportation.

2 Place it in a bright or slightly shaded
place. Do not place the plant over a
radiator or in a draught. If the outdoor
temperature doesn't fall below 15°C
(60°F) the plant can be placed outside.

3 The plant may lose some of its leaves 2-3
weeks after the purchase. This is normal
as the plant is sensitive to changes.

4 When watering submerge the pot
completely in water. When the air
bubbles stop rising, lift up the pot and let
the water drain off. Remove water that
might be left in the saucer a few hours
after watering. If you can’t submerge the
pot, water the plant by pouring water on
the saucer. Try to keep the soil moist but
don’t give the plant too much water
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- overwatering is the main cause of death
of bonsai trees.

When watering, fertilize with an ordinary
fertilizer every other time during summer
and every third time during winter. As
bonsai trees are fragile, use half of the
amount recommended for other plants.
To keep the shape of your bonsai tree,
pruning is needed. But don’t take away
too much. All that you can cut away
above the soil also dies underneath.
Never cut off shoots in winter.

Repotting is needed when the roots push
the plant out of the pot. Use a substrate
with less refined structure to give more
air to the roots. Repotting should only be
done during spring/summer.
